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   A NOTE FROM THE PARISH COUNCIL 
 
 

Dear Parishioners,         June 2020 
 

I want to thank everyone for their understanding and patience during this pandemic.  I 
never imagined I would be attending church dressed like a robber, with a facemask and gloves.  
But this is what is required as we begin reopening the church.  The Metropolis and Archdiocese 
have given us firm guidelines with policies and procedures for everyone's safety, priests, and 
parishioners, that we must follow.  The mandate from our Metropolis is in accordance to CDC 
and State requirements for reopening and going forward to the next phase.  The church 
committee, parish council members, and priests have all been implementing the guidelines to 
provide the safest environment for all of us to be protected and healthy while participating.   
 

I also want to make everyone aware of our current financial health.  We were fortunate to 
not have invested a lot of capital into the preparation of the festival.  Once realizing that the 
spring festival was suspended we immediately realized a $250,000 deficit, loss of profit from the 
festival.   We had to take austerity measures to make up or minimize our loss.  The parish council 
suspended the employment of the office secretary and custodian, both fulltime employees, plus 
Tim Leland and Tom Paparoidamis, part time employees. In addition, Father Michael offered to 
take a serious pay cut to help our church which we gratefully accepted.   We also applied under 
the Cares Act for PPP money.  On April 16, 2020 we were approved and funded for $62,900 which 
we are diligently documenting for possible 100 % forgiveness.  This money will be used up by 
mid-June. 
 

At this point, we have not had to borrow from our line of credit.  We have cut costs, used 
PPP money, and have asked our parishioners to pay their stewardship early, which many have, 
and Thank You  for helping our church.  
 

So, as we steer into the next phase of reopening, we will be faced with the challenges of 
safety and the demands of finances.  Please be patient and come with respect and understanding 
that all these decisions are difficult.   We will need volunteers to help with duties and a strong 
commitment to stewardship.   Please consider how you can help Holy Trinity!

throughout the world. There are about 120 evzones, grouped in pairs of two. Every evzone has 3 shifts every 

48 hours. To an onlooker, the evzones appear as statues-they cannot interact with anyone or react to anything 

around them.  

While some may think the wearing of a skirt is not the most appropriate outfit for a royal guard, the Greek 

evzones understand that their uniforms are historically meaningful and deep in tradition. The uniform 

consists of a red hat (or fessi) with a silk tassel, a white shirt with wide sleeves, an elaborately embroidered 

waistcoat, a white skirt called the fustanella, a cartridge belt, white woolen stockings, black garters and 

leather clogs with black pom poms, called the tsarouchi shoes. The uniform is symbolic of the guerrillas who 

resisted Turkish occupation in the War of Independence. The fustanella, for example has exactly 400 hundred 

pleats in it, one to represent each year of Turkish occupation. On Sundays and special occasions, the evzones 

wear their traditional white uniform. On regular days, the evzones wear a similar version of the outfit in khaki.
